A Personal Protection Outside The Home Instructor Candidates must be both an NRA
Certified Pistol Instructor, as well as an NRA Certified Personal Protection In The Home
Instructor.

Prior to conducting the NRA Personal Protection Outside The Home Instructor
Training Course, Training Counselors must ensure instructor candidates have passed the
Personal Protection Outside The Home basic 14-hour course. Only those candidates
who successfully complete the 14 hour Personal Protection Outside The Home Course,
achieve a score of 90 percent or better on the Basics of Personal Protection Outside The
Home Student Examination, and pass the Personal Protection Outside The Home
Instructor Training Course are eligible for certification.
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
